In “Chicago,” the press is
always after the latest and
the greatest story, leaving
subjects famous one day and
overshadowed the next.

Just look at Velma Kelly
(Naomi Walley), who was
everyone’s favorite criminal

before Roxie landed in prison
and stole the headlines.

Throughout the show, Roxie,
Velma and the other convicts
battle it out with iconic
numbers like “All that Jazz,”
“Cell Block Tango,” “Roxie” and
“Razzle Dazzle.”

They tell the stories of how
their husbands and lovers
“couldn’t hold” their arsenic,
