Philharmonic
Orchestra’s
‘Messiah’

Gets Holiday
Season Off to a
Rousing Start

Vocal cords and instrument
strings mingled to create
music as chillingly beautiful
as the gentle fall of snow.

The Villages Philharmonic
Orchestra opened the holiday
season with the sacred music
of George Frideric Handel’s

“Messiah” on Tuesday night
at The Sharon L. Morse
Performing Arts Center.

At the flutter of Maestro
Pasquale Valerio’s hands, bows
slid across strings in unity to
produce Wolfgang Amadeus
Mozart’s “Ave Verum Corpus”
and “Laudate Dominum” in
addition to “Messiah.”

The show was peppered
with talented soloists and
loaded with a powerful choir
that told the biblical story
alongside the musicians.

“I love the collaboration
between the orchestra and
the choir,” said Kevin Galla-
gher, a double bass player in
the orchestra. “The sounds
of strings and voice come
together, and that’s probably
one of my favorite sounds.”
