He was doing
a couple of Journey songs and
he just blew me away. In the
meantime, I’d had a million
fan letters and my agent and
managers were saying I should
re-form the Righteous Brothers.
I wasn’t really hot on the idea
until I heard Bucky. Because
he was such a good friend and
I liked him a lot, I knew he
would be the guy if I were to do
it. I asked if he wanted to be a
Righteous Brother, and he said,

“That’s better than being Bucky
Heard!”

What'’s different now?

You can’t replace Bobby. He
was one of a kind. Bucky was
actually really influenced
by Bobby. Musically, they’re
remarkably the same. The chem-
istry with Bucky and I onstage is
not exactlywhat Bobbyand I had,
but it’s very similar. They both
have a great sense of humor. It
feels comfortable. I feel like it is
the Righteous Brothers.

You've had along career. What
keeps you going?

‘Who would quit this? Some-
body said, “When are you going
to retire?” I said I'd have to get
ajob first. This is a 15-year-old
boy’s dream. I'm a one-trick
pony and this is what I do. 'm
justblessed to still be doing it.

a growing debate about the
future of the Amazon.

The brouhaha began
Monday when Minister Tereza
Cristina Dias accused Bund-
chen of tainting the country’s
image abroad. During a radio
interview, Dias called the
supermodel a “bad Brazilian”
for denouncing deforestation
and said the model should be
promoting Brazil’s agriculture

and industries.

Late Wednesday, Bundchen
wrote a measured response,
saying she would “be happy
to announce positive actions”
taken toward sustainable
development.

In her letter, Bundchen
said she was surprised by
the derogatory mention. She
said her criticisms, which
included a series of Tweets last
year, were based on science
and came from a “worried
Brazilian citizen.”
